DBC Obtained Accreditation - Handing Over

On 7 May, during the Tuesday meeting, Principal Rev. Solomons
announced that DBC had successfully obtained the accreditation
called "Christian Religious Professional." At that moment,
Eugene couldn't hold back and shouted with joy, "Alleluia, praise
be to our God!"

As Eugene recalled the path, in June 2021, by faith, he said yes
to the appointment to be the vice-principal. He had no
background in theological education administration, having only
worked as a part-time lecturer and chaplain. Nonetheless, God
spoke to him, saying, "Do not focus on what you cannot do, but
on what | can do." Ever since, Eugene worked with the principal
through the leadership transition during that turbulent period in
2022. Despite the significant financial shortage at the beginning
of 2023, we decided to move forward with purchasing new
college property and leave behind the complicated and old story
between the college and the local church that shared the
previous campus. In June, DBC received the title deed.
Moreover, to comply with accreditation requirements, the DBC
management team worked hard together and restructured. As a

result, Eugene moved to the Academic Dean’s ministry while
Eva took up the duty for Learning Management System. In
December, DBC submitted the application. In March 2024,
the virtual site visit took place and went well. Finally, DBC
was accredited in May. This marks a new chapter for DBC, as
in its 67 years, it was never accredited. It also resonates with
what God enlightened Eugene about: the three directions that
could lead DBC to sustainability.

In these three years, God made Eugene know himself more.
He realized he is an extremely worrying man with little faith,
stressed to the point of sleeplessness, and once near to
burnout. With the help of a few counseling sessions, the SIM
East Asia office originally advised Eugene to step down from
the admin role by the end of 2023 at the latest. After
communication, they agreed to extend the request to the end
of June 2024, as DBC’s accreditation application was still
pending. Moreover, isn’t it more joyful to see the local worker
to take up the role as Eugene vacates the office?

Yes, it is correct. Eugene will finally step down from the
Dean’s office at the end of June and return to being a part-
time lecturer as before. Please continue to pray for DBC with
us. On one hand, DBC's finances are not yet stabilized and
still in great need. On the other hand, a suitable candidate is
still needed to fill the office of Academic Dean.
